BRACKET INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS:

Carefully remove the face from its’ packaging as it may get damaged. Lay 
The Manor face down on a cloth surface to avoid scratching the finish.

The brackets are mirror images of each other, the flanges point towards 
the center of the face and the flat edge of the hook will be parallel with 
the floor when installed (see Figure 1). Each bracket must be installed 
with six T20 screws through the bracket into the metal frame on the back 
of the face. The twelve screws needed will be found in place on metal 
frame; remove the screws then use them to attach the brackets. There 
are extra screws incase any of the screws become stripped.

ADJUSTMENT OF ACCESS DOOR MAGNET:

The position of the access door magnet is set in factory. If the magnet 
needs to be adjusted loosen the two T20 screws on the right side of the

bottom ledge (see Figure 2), adjust magnet position (see Figure 3) 
and retighten the screws.

THE MANOR INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS:

Lift the face parallel to the fireplace with the two hooks pointing 
towards the fireplace. Slide the hooks into the slots (see Figure 4). 
Ensure the face is flush with the fireplace.

The face should be cleaned before the fireplace is turned on for the 
first time. 

THE MANOR REMOVAL INSTRUCTIONS:

To avoid personal injury do not handle face when hot. 

Lift the face upward then, when the hooks are clear of the bottom of 
the slots, pull the face away from the fireplace. 

Place the face where it will not be damaged. 

CLEANING THE MANOR:

If The Manor is Diamond Black, it is recommended that you give it a quick wipe with denatured alcohol on a 
soft cloth BEFORE lighting the fireplace; do NOT do this if it is the painted Manor. Both of The Manor style faces 
should be periodically wiped with a damp cloth. Never clean the face when it is hot.  Other cleaners may leave 
a residue.

APPROXIMATE DIMENSIONS OF THE MANOR:

   ● Height at center is 351⁄2” (90.2cm) and at edge is 345⁄8” (87.9cm)
   ● Width from edge to edge of face is 395⁄8” (100.6cm)
